"To Preserve the Reputation”

In the MM Charge we are told "to preserve the reputation of the Fraternity unsullied". The conduct
of each Master Mason is strictly his own responsibility. He should choose the course which will bring
credit to him and honor to the Fraternity. Only Members in good standing of the Lodge have a right to
ballot, either in Grand Lodge or your home Lodge. No member who is present in the Lodge can be
excused from balloting on any petitioner to the Lodge. No member will be permitted to retire from
the Lodge to avoid casting his ballot. The white balls are the affirmative or favorable ballot; and the
black cube is the negative, or unfavorable, ballot. If you do not know of anything unfavorable against
the petitioner, then, you should accept the word of the investigating committee and cast a favorable
ballot. However, if you know of some reason to indicate the petitioner is unworthy, for strictly
Masonic - not personal 7 reasons, a black cube should be cast to protect the Lodge from undesirable
members. If you have an objection to an applicant, the time to raise that objection is before the ballot
is taken. As you approach the ballot box, examine your own motives and be sure that the ballot you are
about to cast will do justice to the candidate or Brother and Freemasonry. The black cube is a
thorough test of our understanding of the Masonic teaching of the cardinal virtue Justice, which

PROPOSED BY-LAWS CHANGES

Article VI
Of The Wardens
[Current] Section 2. In the absence of the Master, the Senior Warden (and in his absence also), the
Junior Warden shall succeed to and be charged with all the powers and duties of the Master.
[Revised] Section 2. In the absence of the Master, the Senior Warden shall succeed to and be charged
with all the powers and duties of the Master. In the absence of both the Master and the Senior Warden,
the Junior Warden shall succeed to and be charged with all the powers and duties of the Master.

[Current] Section 3. The Junior Warden with the assistance of the Stewards shall be responsible for
appropriate refreshments at each meeting of the Lodge. He shall also keep a just and accurate account of
all monies received and paid out for refreshments, which shall be subject to periodic audit.

[Revised] Section 3. The Junior Warden, with the assistance of the Stewards, shall be responsible for
dinner arrangements for each meeting of the Lodge.

Article IX

Of Trustees
[Current] Section 8. The building fund shall consist of $20,000.00, restricted, together with any
assets contributed by other lodge members, their families or other gifts or memorials.
[Revised] Section 8. The building fund shall consist of $20,000 and any specifically designated
contributions thereto, together with the assets gained by an annual transfer from the unrestricted
general account into the building fund of $5.00 per Lodge member. This building fund is restricted for
use in leasing or purchasing a Lodge facility should Shieffelin Hall become unavailable, or for repairs to
Schieffelin Hall while the Lodge is located there. [Subsequent sentences unchanged]

[Current] Section 9. The building fund shall remain intact unless otherwise ordered by affirmative
written ballots representing a five sixth approval by the members of the Lodge who cast ballots. Such
balloting to be held only in response to a specific recommendation by a motion duly made and
approved at a stated meeting of the Lodge and written ballots, together with a stamped and addressed
return envelope, provided by the Secretary via regular mail to each member of the Lodge, at his last
known address, that withdrawal and expenditure is approved or denied.

[Revised] Section 9. The building fund shall remain intact unless otherwise ordered by affirmative
written ballots representing a five sixth approval by the members of the Lodge who cast ballots. Such
balloting to be held only in response to a specific recommendation by a motion duly made and
approved at a stated meeting of the Lodge. Balloting to approve/disapprove the use of building funds
will only be held after the Lodge membership has been notified by the Secretary via electronic or
regular mail, or by a notice in the Lodge newsletter, that such a motion has been made and a vote will be
taken at the next stated meeting.

[ Add] Article XIV
Alcohol in the Lodge Room
Section 1. The consumption of alcohol within Schieffelin Hall requires prior approval of the City of
Tombstone. This provision includes the use of wine at a Table Lodge.

“POP MASONRY” - WHAT OTHERS SAY ABOUT US

The eye in the pyramid (emblazoned on the dollar bill, no less) is often cited as

"evidence" that sinister conspiracies abound which will impose a "New World

Order” on an unsuspecting populace. Depending on whom you hear it from, the
Masons are planning the takeover themselves, or are working in concert with
European bankers, or are leading (or perhaps being led by) the Illuminati
(whoever they are). The notion of a world-wide Masonic conspiracy would be laughable, if it weren't
being repeated with such earnest gullibility by conspiracists.

Sadly, Masons are sometimes counted among the gullible who repeat the tall tale of the eye in the
pyramid, often with a touch of pride. They may be guilty of nothing worse than innocently puffing the
importance of their fraternity (as well as themselves), but they're guilty nonetheless. The time has
come to state the truth plainly and simply!

The Great Seal of the United States is not a Masonic emblem, nor does it contain hidden Masonic
symbols. Benjamin Franklin was the only Mason on the first design committee, and his suggestions
had no Masonic content. None of the final designers of the seal were Masons. The interpretation of
the eye on the seal is subtly different from the interpretation used by Masons. The eye in the pyramid
is not nor has it ever been a Masonic symbol.
